Nearly 35.000 objects are 

exhibited here. The most famous work of art  in the museum are Venus of Milo 

and Leonardo da Vinci`s Mona Lisa. 
 

(2)........................................ is located in the Bavarian Alps. It was built by 

King Ludwig II of Bavaria, also known as the ‘Fairytale King’. The monument 

has appeared in several movies and was the inspiration for Disneyland`s 

Sleeping Beauty Castle.  
 

(3)........................................ is the center of christianity and the largest church in 

the world. It is the burial site of Saint Peter, who was one of the twelve apostles 

of Jesus. The monument is associated with the pope.  
 

(4)........................................ is a beautiful royal residence. It is situated on a 

rock, 50 metres above the banks of the Vistula river. For centuries the castle 

was the seat of kings, the center of politics and culture.

Roman Empire. It was used for gladiators fights and public spectacles such as 

sea battles, animal hunts and executions.
